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We send out low balance and negative 
statements via e-mail on a daily basis.  
Families with e-mail addresses will no 
longer receive a paper statement.  If you 
would like to be added to our e-statement 
list, please contact Natalie at 289-0443. 
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The lunch account system is a pre-
pay system, like a checking account. 
You must have funds in the account 
in order to use it. We no longer allow 
charging at the secondary school-
level (grades 6-12).  

You may review your lunch account 
balance online after 4:00 p.m. daily 
or you may call the food service 
office for your balance. 

Our cashiers will continue to tell the 
students when they are starting to get 
low in their account. With the 
enhancement of the online payment 
and balance information system and 
e-statements, families can easily 
monitor their family accounts. If you 
have children in both elementary and 
secondary, it is encouraged that your 
check be sent with your secondary-
aged child or they may be refused a 
lunch that day if your account is 
negative. We encourage families to 
keep a positive balance in their 
family account.
