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The Elkhorn Public Schools has experienced sustained growth
for the past 20 years. During the 1985-1986 school year, student
enrollment was at 1,780 students for the district. Enroliment rose
to 4,205 for the fall of 2006. It is anticipated that enrollment may

grow to over 5,000 students by the fall of 2009.

It is noteworthy that Elkhorn students as a group outperformed peers at
both the national and state levels, while also including a signipcantly
larger proportion of the student body (76%).**
