Student Health

Exclusions from School:

Children who become ill, or who have symptoms of iliness at school, are sent home after
parents/guardians are notified. Emergency numbers will be used if parents/guardians cannot be reached.

CHILDREN SHALL BE EXCLUDED FROM SCHOOL FOR THE FOLLOWING

CONDITIONS:

Skin eruptions or suspicious rash

Vomiting

Abnormal temperature (Elkhorn Public Schools comply with the Douglas County Health
Department recommendations for fever; a child may not stay at school if a temperature is
100 degrees or over and may not return to school until fever-free for 24 hours without

medication.)
E. Head lice
