Language/Culture, AP Physics 1, AP US History, AP World
History, AP Government/ Politics, AP Psychology, and AP
Computer Science A.

Graduation Requirements

Elkhorn High School operates with a traditional 7 period
day, each approximately 50 minutes in length. All
students are required to enroll in at least 6 classes each
semester. Students taking two or more AP classes can
reduce their class load to 5 each semester. All classes
meet 5 days per week. Students earn one credit for each
semester course they successfully complete.

To graduate from Elkhorn High School, students must
earn 42 credits from the following:

“English” with no modifier indicates the level of
coursework followed by the majority of students.

e FElkhorn High School uses Edgenuity as its
Alternative Education program. Credits earned
through Edgenuity are indicated as “Alt” on the
transcript.

e ESIL A (Essential Skills in Language Arts), ESAT
(Essential Skills in Algebra Topics), ESIG (Essential
Skills in Geometry), and ESAT II (Essential Skills in
Algebra Topics II) are English and math support
classes. Students enroll in English and/or math AND
the support class. Elective credit is earned in the
support class on a Pass/Fail grading system.
